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Title: “Alien Living in a Chaotic World” 

  

Sermon Idea: Struggling believers need to 

know they are eternally home in God. 

 
Key Points:  

1. The people of God are “temporary aliens” in 
this world. 

2. The people of God find security in their 
identity as God’s chosen people. 

 

What do I want people to know? I want 

people to know that our true home is with 

God. This world is only a temporary place for 

us. Our security comes from knowing we are 

in Christ through His mighty power both now 

and forever. 

 

What do I want people to do? I want people 

to (1) trust Christ as Lord and Savior, (2) not 

get wrapped up in earthly concerns, and (3) 

remember that God deals in futures. 

 

What need am I addressing? I am addressing 

the need to find hope in the midst of 

suffering.
