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Title: “Remind You of These Things” 
  
Sermon Idea: Our memory must be full of 
gospel truths. 
 
Key Points:  
Reminder 1: gospel truths need to be 
frequently repeated. (v.12) 
Reminder 2: gospel truths need to be deeply 
treasured. (vv.13-14) 
Reminder 3: gospel truths need to be 
carefully preserved. (v.15) 

 
What do I want people to know? I want 
people to know that gospel truths “leak.” 
They must be repeated, treasured, and 
preserved in order to stand firm in a corrupt 
culture of compromise. 
 
What do I want people to do? I want people 
to (1) have a regular Bible reading plan, (2) 
choose one person to disciple, (3) attend 
WNL classes. 
 
What need am I addressing? I am addressing 
the need for maintaining solid teaching in an 
age of compromise.
