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Title: “The Unmerciful Servant” 
 
Sermon Idea: Forgiveness received is the 
basis for forgiveness given. 
 
Key Points: 
1. Forgiveness in the kingdom is unlimited. 
2. We are to forgive as we’ve been forgiven. 
3. The cost of unforgiveness is torment. 
 
What do I want people to know? I want people 
to know that the mercy of God is endless for the 
repentant sinner and that the true believer will 
give it out just as generously. 

What do I want people to do? I want people to 
(1) actively deal with obstacles to forgiveness, 
(2) forgive those who have harmed them and 
(3) re-preach the gospel to themselves 
continually. 

What need am I addressing? I am addressing 
the need to forgive as we’ve been forgiven.
